RULES AND REGULATIONS 
1. Please read the General Rules for the Home Arts Department, which apply, to all Sections. 
2. All quilts should be clean and free of construction markings.  ALL QUILTS THAT ARE NOT CLEAN AND FREE OF ODORS AND PET HAIR 

WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED. 
3. Quilts made by one person and quilted by another must be entered in a group category. 
4. Quilts made from kits, block of the month or GROUP QUILTS, will not be eligible for Best of Show Award.   
5. Quilts MUST BE quilted through all three layers, except specialty quilts in classes A10 and A25. 
6. Awards for best hand and machine quilting will be chosen from the entire body of entries.  This will include long arm, Except paid professionals. 
7. Additional cash awards will be given by local businesses and quilt guilds for exceptional workmanship. 
8. Please cover your name everywhere it appears on your quilt.  Use muslin stitched on or the blue low tack painters tape. 
9. BASIS FOR JUDGING:  Workmanship, choice and placement of designs, fabric choice/color and their value in relation to their use and design in the exhibit.
